
Scanning- finding word patterns within the text.

Strategies





Phonic and phonological- blending phonemes.





Syllabic- based around the beat from the vowel phoneme.











Syntactic- predicting the type of word, e.g. noun, verb etc.








Semantic- read to the end of the sentence and work out the word from the meaning of the other words.





Skills





Graphic- recognising the patterns of words.








Pictorial- using the picture as a cue.





Grammatical- knowing ‘ed’ endings for verbs or ‘ly’ for an adverb.





Comprehension and information retrieval





Textual anatomy- understanding the features of text, e.g. bullet points, captions etc.








Skimming- reading quickly to gain an overview or locate meaning.





Inference - bringing knowledge or experience to the text in order to make it make sense.








Overview/main idea- understanding the main point of a text. Links to skimming.





Authorial Technique - understanding why the writer uses techniques and the effects they have.
